A Powerful Thing to do in a Pew! (Part 1)

A little nine-year-old girl named Lois prayed: “Dear God, please help me in school. I need help in
spelling, adding, history, geography, and writing. I don’t need help in anything else.” That little girl
was onto something many older people in our secular world refuse or neglect to acknowledge — we need
God’s help in many different things, and we ought to ask Him for it continually. In Ephesians 6:10 - 17
the apostle Paul reminds us that Christians are involved in up-close, hand-to-hand combat with the
devil...the wicked one who uses “wiles” (or schemes) and “fiery darts” to assault our faith. Like a
military drill instructor teaching new arrivals at boot camp how to survive on the battlefield, Paul urges
every Christian to be “strong in the Lord” and to “take up the whole armor of God that you may be able
to stand in the evil day.” Every day that we live, a fight is taking place — not on a battlefield somewhere
far away, but all around us. And sometimes even inside us (see 1 Peter 2:11)! The devil is serious about
destroying our souls, even if we are spiritually asleep and are not serious about him. It is easy to see
Paul was in a fight. After all, he was an ambassador in chains (vs. 20) in a Roman prison as he wrote.
Chained to a Roman soldier, all because of his commitment to live for and preach Christ. By the time
Paul wrote Ephesians (around A.D. 62), he had already shaken many of the world’s major cities with
the soul-saving and life-changing gospel of Jesus Christ crucified, buried, and raised the third day. Now
he was in prison, his hands bound in chains. But prison was not in him, and his heart and mouth and
pen were as free as ever! He continued to write and preach from a prison cell. That’s what you can do
for Christ when you are sold out to Him in full commitment and consecration. Rather, that is what
Christ can do through YOU.
